You will be speaking with sophomores. They know a tiny bit about you, but really, this
session is for you to tell your story. I think kids are pumped full of linear success
stories-school, college with a focused major, job, marriage, yada yada. And that’s great if
that’s your story! They need to hear it. But, certainly, they are in need of hearing the reality
of twists and turns that life gives us. Perhaps you took time off between high school and
college, or you changed majors 15 times, or you dropped out, or you were a terrible student
in high school and then you soared either in college or the workforce or both. Whatever your
story is, I want my students to hear it.

These sessions are casual in that you are not expected to prepare anything. Simply answer
the questions as they are asked in an honest way.

Sessions usually last about 30 minutes. Sometimes a little less, and sometimes a little more.
