1) Print the social story pages in color on white cardstock (or paper).
2) Laminate and cut out the pages.
3) Hole punch the top of the pages, then gather the pages with binder rings.
4) Read aloud and discuss the social story with your students.
5) Place the social story in your classroom library for repeated exposure.
6) Re-read the social story with individuals, as needed.

TEACHER TIPS!
Record a video of you reading the social story.  Then, share the video with your 

students’ families.  In this way, family members can reinforce the message and use 
the same language and vocabulary at home.

You might choose to display the social story on your interactive whiteboard as you 
read, so the pictures are even bigger.
