Ask About Words
If you hear a tricky word, stop and talk about it together. Use pictures or 1 Minute Both
ask for help. Students
Ask a Question
Ask each other a question about the story. Try to answer together! 1 Minute Both
Students
Tell What Happened
Say what the story was about using your own words. Keep it simple! 2 Minutes Both
Students
Make a Connection
Talk about how the story reminds you of something in your life. Share your| 1 Minute Both
ideas! Students
Total 8 Minutes
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
